This year you will choose your own photographer. 
We are confident you will choose well so your photos will be top quality!

You will need to have your pictures taken right away by your favorite photographer! 
Please choose someone that can take digital pictures and can put them on a disk.

TRIBUTE PAGE

The Tribute Page is required and the cost is $300.00. 


The easiest way to pay for this is to ask local businesses or others to help sponsor the page.  You can then list and thank those sponsors directly on your page.  If you receive more than the cost of the page you can keep the remainder to pay for wardrobe and other pageant expenses.  

The other option is to sell ads for the program book to local businesses. One half of the money you generate by selling ads for the program will be yours to keep. For example, if you sell a full page ad for $600, you will keep $300 and $300 will go to the Scholarship Foundation. The attached sheet details pricing and specs for the ads.
The Tribute page must be on a CD.

This can be a collage of pictures or a single picture in the layout.  You should have your name, title, and

any thank-you text included on the page.  You can have a single “portrait” type picture on your page or include a variety of pictures You are allowed to wear your crown in any of these pictures.  Look in last year’s pageant program to get ideas. Be sure it is done in Full Color. 

You will be required to have your photographer or other designer create your tribute page layout and design for you.  If you do not have someone that can do this for you, call Johnny Revill at 801-318-9188.  He is a designer and he can get it done for you.  It will cost $50.00 for your tribute page to be typeset by his company.  

File Specs for Tribute Page:    

Please give the following specifications to your designer/photographer.  They will understand what is needed.  

-Please use 300 dpi on all tribute pictures and pages.  This is a necessity for high quality.

-Tribute pages should be done with a full bleed for an 8.5”x 11 page.  If doing a bleed, pages should be at least 8.7” x 11.2 inches so the paper can be trimmed. 

-You should make sure to leave at least .35" from any text to the edge of the paper to avoid having text disappear into the binding.

-Please use only the following formats: TIFF, JPG, EPS, PDF or Photoshop.

Files should be done in InDesign, Quark, or PhotoShop.  If tribute page is saved in layers, changes to text can be done easily and mistakes can be corrected.  If pages are flattened, we may have to have the designer update the Tribute page if changes are deemed necessary.  If file is done in layers, most last-minute editing changes can be done by the publisher.
All tribute page photos should be in color.
PHOTO REQUIREMENTS 

■  9 wallet sized color photos for judges. Photos should all be the same pose! Wallet photos should be no larger than 2 inches wide. Please bring nine (9) separate photos. Do not bring one sheet with all photos on it. Please label the back of each photo with Contestant name and title. DO NOT WRITE ON PHOTOS!! USE A SMALL STICKER LABEL!!! PLACE ALL PHOTOS IN A SMALL PLASTIC ZIPLOC BAG.
■  Judges Photo on disk.
