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REQUIREMENTS FOR MISS UTAH’S YEAR OF SERVICE

The following guidelines are based on suggested guidelines provided to the Miss Utah Scholarship Pageant Organization by the Miss America Organization.  The Miss Utah Scholarship Organization reserves the right to alter, add, or adjust guidelines at any time.  A written copy will be made available with any adjustment.

1. All appearances of Miss Utah are arranged and handled solely by and through the Miss Utah Scholarship Organization.  Miss Utah may not make any arrangements or appearances as “Miss Utah” without the consent of her business manager or Miss Utah director.  All correspondence must be arranged exclusively through the business manager for Miss Utah.  The Miss Utah Organization makes no representations to Miss Utah as to the number or nature of appearances that Miss Utah may be asked and/or scheduled to make.  Miss Utah will, to the best of her ability, make every scheduled appearance.  Any problem with scheduled appearances must be brought to the Miss Utah Organization’s attention two weeks prior to the scheduled appearance.  
Miss Utah will be paid a stipend of $500.00 per month and 50% of all appearance fees collected, up to $1,000.00 per month.  She will also be allowed to continue her schooling in the area, as long as those classes do not interfere with her appearances. If Miss Utah is not from the Wasatch Front, arrangements will be made for housing with her Traveling Companions or Miss Utah Committee members who are approved by the Miss Utah Organization.

2. Miss Utah shall be responsible for doing the necessary preparation for each appearance, including writing her own speeches and specifically targeting them towards the audiences she will address, as well as reviewing any material provided to her for information and preparation purposes.  Miss Utah may work into her speeches any information pertaining to her platform or to the national platform.

3. Miss Utah shall be responsible for having a substantial and appropriate repertoire for talent performances for all her appearances.

4. Miss Utah shall be responsible for follow-up correspondence to each client/sponsor acknowledging the sponsorship of her appearance.

5. Miss Utah may receive gifts and souvenirs while making appearances.  Miss Utah shall be responsible for acknowledging these gifts in writing and shall provide the Miss Utah with a list of items and the name and address of the giver.     
6. Miss Utah may not make any appearance in a swimsuit or any other inappropriate attire at any time.  
7. Miss Utah shall dress appropriately for all occasions as photographs may be taken at any time and place.  Miss Utah shall be aware at all times of her appearance even when she is not on a scheduled appearance.

8. Miss Utah’s appearance wardrobe must be approved by the Miss Utah Scholarship Pageant Organization.

9. It is Miss Utah’s responsibility to supplement her attire with whatever other appropriate wardrobe items she needs to complete her appearance and competition wardrobe.

10. Miss Utah may provide her own wardrobe during the Miss America competition week and during the Miss Utah Pageant in which her successor is crowned, subject to the approval of the Miss Utah Organization.  The Executive Director and the Miss America Preparation team shall assist Miss Utah in choosing an appropriate competition wardrobe.  All wardrobe items are property of the Miss Utah Scholarship Organization until after the Miss America Pageant.  All wardrobe must be approved by the Miss Utah Organization and their decision shall be final and binding.

11. The Miss Utah Organization provides Miss Utah with a $1,000.00 allowance to be used toward Miss Utah’s competition wardrobe.   There are also sponsors who will supply items for Miss Utah’s appearances and competition at Miss America.  Any approved purchase must be accompanied by an original receipt detailing the wardrobe expenditures.  Submission of reimbursable items must be approved prior to purchase.  The Miss Utah Organization reserves the right to deny purchase of any item for reimbursement.  All items purchased will be retained by the Executive Director or preparation team until after completion of the Miss America experience.

12.  The competition wardrobe consists of, but not limited to:

a. Interview Suit

b. Swimsuit

c. Evening Gown for competition

d. Talent outfit

e. (3) After pageant visitation outfits

f. Arrival suit

g. T-shirts  (college or state) for rehearsals

h. Jeans/walking shorts/Capri’s
i. Luncheon Outfits

j. (2) evening gowns for Black-Tie dinners

k. After-five outfits for regular dinners.

l. Any other production outfits required and designated by the Miss America Organization.

13.  Miss Utah will not lend or let anyone wear any item of her wardrobe unless specifically approved by the Miss Utah Organization.  The Miss Utah Organization reserves the right to remove all wardrobe items from Miss Utah’s home.

14. The Miss Utah Organization may, but are not obligated to, secure sponsors     to help defer Miss Utah’s competition costs and for financial support of the Miss Utah program.  Sponsorships are an important element of the financial stability of the Miss Utah program.  Miss Utah shall accept each approved sponsor’s offer and shall not seek any goods or services competitive to the sponsor’s products or services offered.  Miss Utah is responsible for follow-up correspondence to each sponsor acknowledging their sponsorship.
15. Family, friends and others are not permitted to travel with Miss Utah during her year of service, to stay overnight in her room, or to accompany her to any appearances, appointments or related business functions, unless specifically approved and/or invited by the Miss Utah Organization.

16. Miss Utah shall stay overnight in the hotel, or any other accommodations designated by the Miss Utah Organization whether the appearance is in Miss Utah’s hometown or anywhere else.

17. The Miss Utah Organization shall select suitable traveling companions for Miss Utah who are considered as business assistants, not maids, mothers or best friends.

18. During Miss Utah’s Year of Service, she shall be a spokesman not only for her personal platform issue and the national platform issue, but also for the Miss Utah/Miss American Organizations.  Miss Utah shall continuously educate herself about the Miss Utah activities, programs, sponsors, and specifically its scholarship program in order to provide accurate response when asked.  In no say shall Miss Utah participate in conversations that are harmful and derogatory to the Miss Utah Scholarship Pageant Organization or the Miss America Organization.
